For those of you who were at Pahrump in June and tried our dessert, here is the recipe — It’s very easy and very,
very good! Great for a hot summer day.

Lorna Doone Dessert Recipe

1 Box Lorna Doone Cookies, made into crumbs
1 Stick Melted Butter

Mix together and press into 9” x 13” pan sprayed with PAM, let cool

2 Cups Cold Milk

2 Small Boxes Instant Vanilla Pudding
1 Quart Vanilla Ice Cream

3 Heath Candy Bars - Crushed

Mix together milk and pudding with wire whisk until slightly set. Add in 1 quart softened (nearly melted so
that it will mix well) ice cream and mix until blended.
